NOTICE OF RACE
RULES
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.
The current PHRF Regulations as administered by the YRA of LIS will apply.
Boats shall observe the US Sailing Special Equipment Requirements for Nearshore races.
Each boat shall carry a GPS.
All boats shall carry VHEF radio able to send and receive on Channel 16, 22A and 71
For boats sailing in double-handed classes:

Wind vane steering and autopilots may be used without penalty. This changes RRS 52.

Competitors are permitted to use radio communications among themselves while racing. This
changes RRS 41.

Jack lines leading forward from both sides of the cockpit to the bow, well secured at each end, shall
be rigged throughout the race.

ELIGIBILITY & ENTRY
The race is open to:

Boats holding current YRA of LIS PHRF certificates. Spinnaker, Double Handed Classes, Non-
Spinnaker and one-design (e.g. ] /109, J/105, J/100 or J/88) classes will be established if five or more
entries are received or the class may race at the discretion of the Race Committee. For PHRF boats,
the rating shall be their distance rating. For double-handed PHRF boats, the rating shall be from
their double-handed certificate. The owner / person in chatrge of each boat shall assure the rating on
Yacht Scoring.com is valid prior to 1200 Friday, June 4, 2021.

Boats without a current, valid certificate, shall race only in the PHRF non-spinnaker class. These
boats will be assigned a PHRF rating by the race committee; this rating will be valid only for this
race. Please email the race committee if you need the committee to assign a rating for your boat.
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Eligible boats may enter by registering online at: https://yachtscoring.com/emenu.cfm?eid=14367
by Tuesday, June 1, 2021. Late entries will be accepted until 1600 Friday, June 4, 2021.

The regular entry fee is $50.00. For entries received after the Tuesday, June 1, deadline, the late entry
fee is $70.00.

START AND FINISH

The starting mark shall be Can 1 (400 53.468N/ 073 o 44.151W). the starting line shall be between
CAN 1 and the Race Committee Signal Boat Displaying an Orange flag

The finish line will be between a staff displaying a Blue flag on a Race Committee Signal Boat and the
course side of the finish mark. The finish mark shall be the starting mark unless the course is
shortened or an alternate finish mark is identified in the Sailing Instructions., The time limit for the
first boat in its class to sail the course and finish in each class will be 5 hours from the starting time
of that class. Boats failing to finish within 1 hour after the first boat finished in its class will be scored
TLE without a hearing,
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COURSES

Courses will be between 15 to 25 NM depending on conditions. Non-spinnaker classes will sail a
shorter course to be described in the Sailing Instructions. Shorter course may be set for any class if
the race committee decides conditions call for one. Such courses will be described in the Sailing
Instructions.

SCORING

For PHRF-rated boats, time allowances will be computed using time on time.

PRIZES

Prizes for first, second and third place in each class with seven or more entries; first and second with
five or six entries, and first with three or four entries.

RADIO COMMUNICATION

Except in an emergency, a boat that is racing shall not make voice or data transmissions and shall not
receive voice or data communications not available to all boats.

I acknowledge and agree that neither the organizing authority, host club nor the race committee, nor
their members will be responsible for: a) any damage to the entered boat or my other property, or b)
any injury, sickness or disease (including communicable diseases such as Covid-19) to my crew or
me, including death, sustained as a result of our participation in this event.

I hereby waive any rights I may have to sue the race organizers (organizing authority, host club, race
committee, protest committee, sponsors or any other organization or official) with respect to
