The notation ‘[NPJ]’ in a rule in the Notice of Race (NoR), Sailing Instructions (Sls) or other
additional document that is a rule means that the penalty for a breach of that rule will not
be grounds for a protest by a sailboat.

The Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS) 2021-2024 state that items, Rules, and the Notice of
Race (NoR) do not have to be repeated in Sailing Instructions (Sls). Both the NoR and
Sls describe the conduct of the event and need to be used jointly during the event.
