[DP] All boats shall carry a VHF radio capable of communicating on US Marine Frequencies. This
changes International Etchells Class Rules C.5.2(b) and Shields Class Rule Section 1V-10.9.

On the water, the race committee will make courtesy broadcasts to competitors on VHF radio.
The channel will be stated in the Sls.

[DP] While racing, except in an emergency, a boat shall not make voice or data transmissions
and shall not receive voice or data communication that is not available to all boats.

Fleets wishing to race must have a minimum of two boats registered and paid the daily or a
mini three-day series entry fee at least 72 hours in advance of the event.

Fleets wishing to request an invite, may do so emailing the
regattamanager@chicagoyachtclub.org, one week before the intended date of racing.

The owner must be an active member in good standing of the boat’s class association and the
local fleet. Eligible boats may enter by completing the entry form and submitting it, together
with the required fee, by 5:00 PM on the Thursday before the first day on which the boat
intends to race.

11.1. The scoring system is as follow: Low Point Scoring.

11.3. 3 races are required to be completed to constitute a series.

11.4. Season Championships will be scored as follows:

11.4.1. Etchells and Shields — RYF races 1 through 6 and the Red Horse Regatta;
11.4.2. J/70s — RYF races 1 through 6 plus the Chicago Helly Hansen Sailing World Regatta and

Chicago Yacht Club Inshore Verve Regatta.

11.5. A boat’s series score shall be the total of her race scores, with the following exclusions
based on number of races completed per class. This changes RRS A2.:

14-20 Races | 2 exclusions
>20 Races 3 exclusions

See RRS 3, Decision to
Race. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage, personal injury,
or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.
INSURANCE
14.1. Each participating boat shall be insured with a valid third-party liability insurance with a
minimum cover of $500,000 per incident or the equivalent. Competitors shall be prepared to
supply proof of insurance upon request by the OA.

15.1. Season Championship keeper awards for each class will be awarded as follows:
2 starters 1 award
3-4 starters 2 awards
5 or more starters 3 awards

5 or more starters 2 awards
