1.2 The ABYRA Handbook will be posted on YachtScoring.com and available on NSSC
website (NorthStarSail.org/Racing) no later than one week prior to the event.

2. Eligibility and Entry
2.1 This regatta is open to sailing vessels crewed by 2 persons and owned or
chartered by individual members of clubs or associations that are members in good
standing of ABYRA, DRYA, or US Sailing, and who have paid their race fees.

Five boats are required for a
class.

Late entries will be accepted up to 2 hours
before the race, and subject to a $25.00 late fee.
