Notice of Race

1. RULES

1.1 The event will be governecl by the rules as defined in The 2017-2020 Racing Rules of Sai/lhg
1.2 APPenc]ix P, Immediate Penalties for Breaking Rules 42, will applg.

1.3 Rule 61 will be changccl to rec]uire a comPetitor to inform the race committee finish boat of their
intention to protest, inclucling the sail number of the Protestecl boat, immecliatelg after Finishing.
1.3 As allowed bg RRS88.2, the US Sailing prescriptions to RRS60, 63.2, & 63.4 do not applg.

1.4 RRS 63.7 shall be replacecl by, “If there is a conflict between the Notice of Race (NOR) and
the Sailing Instructions (Sis), the Sailing Instructions shall aPPIg.” This changes RRS 63.7.

2. ADVERTISING
A&vertising will be restricted to Categorg A.

3. ELIGIBILITY

3.1 The regatta is open to Laser Stanclarcl, Laser Radial and Laser 4.7 competitors.
3.2 A minimum of 5 boats are requirecl to constitute a fleet.

3 % This event is open to all Laser Sailors.

3.4 Coml:)etitors must choose their fleet before the close of registration Januarg Alst, 2018.

4. FEES AND ADVANCED ENTRY
4.1 Entry fees include two clags of racing, trophies, two breakfasts, two lunches, one dinner and 7%

Florida Sales Tax. Online regjstration is available at WWW.spyc.org,

4.2 For sailors who regjster online on or before January Z‘Hh, 2018, the entry feeisUS $95. For
sailors registering online from Januarg Zﬁth until the close of registration on Januaarg 31st at 5:00
PM, the entry feeis US $120. THERE WILL BE NO ONSITE REGISTRATION.



4.3 Eligib!e sailors must enter bg using the online registration at WWW.spyc.org and tuming the

medical forms in at regatta check in.

6. SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

Sailing instructions will be available online as well as at regatta check in.

7. VENUE
7.1 Boats will be launched from the st. Petersburg Sailing Center on Demen’s Lancling.
7.2 The racing area will be on Tampa Bay, east of the shipping channel.

8. COURSES

Courses will be Windward-leeward.

9. SCORING
The Low-Point Scoring System, RRS APPenclix A, will be used, except that no score will be excluded

unless five or more races have been completed. This changes RRS A2.

10. SAFETY

10.1 Al comPetitors are rec]uirecl to wear US Coast Guard APProvec] Iigfﬂ'ackets from dock to dock
except, temPorarilg, when aclcling or removing, c!othing.

10.2 Parents/guarc]ians are responsible for the saFetg of all sailors under the age of 18.

1. SUPPORT BOATS
1.1 Al support boats, inclucling coach boats, must regjster with the organizing, authoritg.



11.2 Coaches may be requirecl to clisplag a coach ﬂag while on the water. Other registerecl boats may
be requirecl to Aisplag a 9e”ow Hag. The organizing authoritg will supplg these Hags at check in.

12. LIABILITY

12.1 Competitors Participate in the regatta entirelg at their own risk. See RRS 4, Decision to Race.
The organizing, authoritg, the sponsors, the race committee, officers and board of directors of SPYC
and all those involved in any of these organizations will not accept any responsibility for material
clamage or Personal injuxy or death sustained in conjunction with or Prior to, cluring or after the
regatta.

12.2 Competitors must sign a liabilitg waiver.

12.% Parents/guardians of comPetitors under 18 must also sign their child’s liabilitg waiver.

Prizes will be given based on the number of sailors in each fleet. There will also be a trophg given to
the top female in the Radial and 4.7 classes.
