Sailing Instructions             2018 SUMMER SERIES 

June 6, 13, 20, 27, July 11, 19, 26, Aug. 1, 8, 15, 22, 29 
(July 5th w ill be the Oz Race – females at the helm, and is not part of Summer Series) 
(Aug. 2nd will be Juniors at the helm, and is not part of the Summer Series) 

 

1. RULE S 

1.1 T he U.S. Sailing Association's Racing Rules of Sailing 2017 – 2020 edition will govern this regatta. 
1.2 T he R ound-an-End Rule shall be in effect at all times, (whether or not the “I” f lag is dis played). T his changes 

Rule 30.1. 
1.3 No boat shall approach the race comm ittee boat (R C boat) until she is on station. T he RC boat is considered to 

be on station when the line f lag is raised. T he race com m ittee has the sole right to protest this 
inf raction. Re med y f or infringement, af ter an appropriate hearing has been held, is disqu alification 
from the race. 

1.4 Once the RC boat is on station each boat shall check-in in acc ordanc e with SI 9.1 belo w. 
1.5 U S Sailing Racing Rule 52 is modified so that a Brenta 38 m ay use hydraulics for their mainsail onl y. 
1.6 T he next leg of a course m ay be changed to be to the Finish Line b y signaling all boats bef ore the y begin the 

leg b y displaying f lag “F” with repetitive sounds. T he new leg will then be directly to the Finish Line, c om pliant 
with S.I. 7.4. T his changes RRS 33 and Race Signals. 

2.  ELIGIBILITY  

2.1 All competitors must: 
2.1a Be members in good standing of Break water Yacht Club. 
2.1b Have paid the entry f ee.. 
2.1c Have boat ins urance c overing racing. 
2.1d Have submitted a valid PHRF/ELI 2018 certificate 

2.2 Visiting yachts m ay ent er at a cost of $20.00 per individual race but will not be scored f or the series. 
2.3 Eligibility to race for visiting yachts is up to the disc retion of the race c om mittee. 
2.4 No competitor will be s cored without fulfilling all eligibility requirements. 

3. FEES 

3.1 $190  

4. DIVISION S 
4.1 D ivision I: Sp in naker boats having PHRF of 95 or le ss and rated with an As ym m etric Spin 
4.2 D ivision II: Spin naker boats having PHRF of 96 or m ore or rated with a S ym m etric Spin 
4.3 D ivision III: N o n-Spinnaker boats 
4.4 T he Rac e Co m mittee re serves the right to classify certain boats as it sees f it. 

5. REGIST R AT ION 

5.1 All registration must be done through  www.yachtscoring.com BYC Summer series 

6.   START 

6.1 T he start shall be in the area west of Majors Cove in Shelter Island Sound, although the RC boat reserves 
the right to move the start. 

6.2 T he RC shall attempt to sound the f irst gun at 1800 hrs local tim e , unless skippers are notified of a diff erent 
start time b y email at least b y Monda y morning prior to the race in question. 

6.3 T he division’s code flag will be raised at the warnin g signal of that division’s starting sequence. T he “U” 
code f lag shall be used for a uniform start. T he course boar d on the Starboard side of the RC boat will 
dis play the 
division and course for each division. T he starting sequence of the divisions will b e indicated on the 
course board f rom top to bottom . T he exception is a unif orm start. 

6.4 Attention is drawn to U S Sailing Racing Rule 22.1: “If reasonably possible, boat not racing shall not interfere 
w ith a boat that is racing.” and to the definition f or “R acing”: “A boat is racing from her preparatory signal…” 

7. COURSES AND MARK S 

7.1 Courses will be display ed on the course board on t he starboard side of the RC boat when on station. 
7.2 All m ark s shall be lef t to port unless, if shown within a circle, then the y shall be lef t to starboard. 
7.3 Governm ent m arks m ay be listed on the course bo ard and also, the f ollowing BYC set m ark s m ay be listed: 

• “A” – denoting the pin end of the starting line (“A” m ay also be used as a m ark of the course); 
• “B” – denoting the windward m ark ; 
• “C” – placed in Smith’s Cove; 
• “D” – placed in Northwes t Harbor 

7.4 All g overnment m arks must be honored except du ring use as a m ark of the course, and except N ”14” and 
Junction Buoy RG C “SH”. 

7.5 W hen a course includes C"S" as a m ark of the course, all boats shall sail f rom the course m ark indicated prior 
to C"S", pass bet ween C"S" and Mashomack Point, and then to the following m ark of the course. 

7.6 T he def ault f inish at the Break water (BW ) shall be between Fl G “3SH” (BW ) and the yellow f lag on the RC 
boat.

8. SCORING 

8.1 For each division, the low point scoring system (U.S. Sailing Racing Rules Appendix A – using A9 modified to 
count DNS, DNF, RAF, DSQ and OSC as scored equal to the number of boats com ing to the starting area 
and keeping DNC scored as one m ore than the number of boats entered in the series) will be used. 

8.2 T he handicap system used to score individual placement of boats in a race is the Tim e-on-Tim e Sys tem . T he 
Tim e Correction Factor (TCF) is multiplied to a boats elapsed time to get their c orrected time. T he f orm ula for 
T CF is: T CF = 650 divided by (550 + PHRF). 

8.3 A boat's best scores f or 70% of the races run rounded norm ally to a whole num ber will be counted to score the 
series. 

8.4 Last year’s 1st, 2nd, & 3rd place winners in each division will receive a penaltyb y having their un-penalized 
TCF multiplied b y 1.045, 1.030, or 1.015 respectively. 

9.  SAF ETY REGULAT IONS  

9.1 Boats shall check in wit h the race committee once the RC boat is on station and before the f irst warning signal 
b y sailing b y the RC boat stern to bo w on the starboard side and hailing their class, sail number and name and 
receiving acknowledgement. 

9.2 A boat that retires f rom a race and/or leaves the rac ing area shall notify the RC boat as soon as possible. 
9.3 Penalties f or violations of this SI 9 will be at the discretion of the race com mittee. 

10. CHANGES 

10.1 Changes to these Sailing Instructions m ay be posted on the BYC yachtscoring page. 
10.2 Sailing Instructions m ay be c hanged on the water b y the race comm ittee making suitable ann ounc ement(s) 

on VHF Channel 72 and/or raising code flag “L” on the RC boat and hailing the an nounc ement(s). 

11. RADIO COMMUNICATIONS 

11.1 T he RC boat will monitor and m ak e all on water radio communications on VHF Channel 72. 
11.2 For recalls, the RC boat will attempt to hail or broadcast on VHF Channel 72, the sail numbers or the names 

of OCS boats after the starting signal. 
11.3 Failure to make a recall broadcast or hail, or to make it in a timely manner will not be grounds f or a request 

f or redress. T his changes U S Sailing Racing Rule 62.1( a). 

12. PROTESTS 
12.1 Boats are strongly enc ouraged to exonerate their infractions on the water (rule 44) and to form ally protest 

onl y as a last resort. 
12.2  Protests will be allowed in accordanc e with part 5, section A of the U.S. Sailing Ass ociation's Racing Rules 

of Sailing. 
12.3 . It is the protesting skipper’s responsibility to comm unicate his intention to the RC boat on the water before 

the RC boat leaves its station at the finish line. 
12.4 It is the protesting skipper’s responsibility to comm unicate his intention to the RC Chair within 1 hour of the 

RC boat docking.

12.5 Protests m ust be submitted on a US Sailing protest form (keep one on your boat or get one from the 
“Offshore Racing Info” section on the ELIYA website: www.elisailing.org) by noon the day following the 
race to:

12.6  T he RC Chair will ass ign or act as an arbitrator to attempt to resolve the protest amicably. 

12.6a T his arbitration is mandatory. 
12.6b T his arbitration is nonbinding and the arbitrator will not serve on the com mittee for this prot es t. 
12.6c If a hearing is unavoidable ever y eff ort will be made to hear the protest at the earliest 

possible convenience of the protest com mittee and the skippers involved. 

13. PRIZ ES 

13.1 Prizes f or 1st, 2nd & 3rd place will be awarded in each division with at least 4 boats entered there. 

14.  CAPTAI N’S  RESPONSIBILITY 

14.1 Each racing skipper shall be responsible for all the actions of his or her crew and guests. 
14.2 In the event of a serious breach of conduct, sportsmanship, property dam age, or failure to com ply with 

a race officer, the skipper/owner m ay be subject to disqualification. 
14.3 All skippers should take the tim e to fam iliarize themselves with the U.S. Sailing Association's Racing 

Rules of Sailing and these Sailing Instructions. 
14.4 All skippers should strongly encourage their regular crew to be m em bers of Breakwater Yacht Club. 

15. NOTICES TO COMPETITORS 
15.1 Notices to c om petitors will be posted on the official notice board at the Break water Yacht Club, including a 

copy of these Sailing Ins tructions. Sk ippers m ay also be notified b y em ail. 
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
