NOTICE OF RACE

The Organizing Authority is the Little Traverse Yacht Club (LTYC).

The event will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing, 2017-2020 and
the prescriptions of US Sailing (hereafter, RRS), except as altered by this
Notice of Race or the Sailing Instructions.

Each boat entered shall have functional auxiliary power and fuel, all safety
equipment required by the U.S. Coast Guard and the State of Michigan,
lifelines, and a bow pulpit for boats with non-furling headsails and/or
spinnakers.

Each boat entered shall carry an operating VHF radio capable of receiving
and transmitting on Channel 16 and 73.

Entries are limited to Offshore Racer/Cruiser type yachts and boats with
overall length of 25’ LOA or greater, multi-hulls included.

Race Format and Scoring
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The event will consist of two races. Race 1 will be from Harbor Springs to
Beaver Island. Race 2 will be from Beaver Island to Harbor Springs. The
start and finish lines for each Race will be specified in the Sailing
Instructions.

Race 1 (Harbor Springs to Beaver Island) will be conducted using a
“pursuit” format. Each boat entered will be given an individual starting time
based on their PHRF rating. Starting times will be calculated so that the
order of finish will determine the scores.

Race 2 (Beaver Island to Harbor Springs) will be conducted using
standard PHRF time correction. All boats will start at the same time; the
scores will be determined by corrected time based on each boat’s elapsed
time.

The event winner will be the boat with the lowest total score of the two
races. Ties will be broken according to the RRS.

If the first yacht does not finish by 1900 hours for Race 1 or 1800 hours for
Race 2, that race is abandoned.
