2 ELIGIBILITY

Association as defined by the IJCA Rules; as prescribed in the IJCA Regatta 

Regulations; and whose entries are accepted by the Organizing Authority. 

 2.2 Each boat must have submitted its entry, paid the entry fee and completed the 

registration process by 0900 hours on Saturday July 21, 2018 

 2.3 All boats are required to have a minimum of $300,000 in marine liability 

insurance (property and injury) covering the person in charge of each boat as 

defined in RRS 46. 

 2.4 If there are co-skippers, one of them shall be designated as the primary 

skipper for this regatta.
