RULES

The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing
(RRS)

The prescriptions of the Canadian National Authority will apply. The following
prescription may require advance preparation.

RRS 46 — Person in Charge - Sail Canada prescribes that the designated person in
charge, if resident in Canada, shall be a member of a club affiliated with Sail Canada.

RRS Appendix P, Special Procedures for RRS 42 will apply.
If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence
Rule 40 is changed to delete “when flag Y is displayed”.

ADVERTISING

Boats may be required to display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing
authority.

ELIGIBILITY AND ENTRY

The regatta is open to boats of the Laser Standard, Laser Radial and Laser 4.7 classes

that have met all class measurement requirements. Bring your sail for verification at
registration for class compliance (red dot). Sails that do not comply are not permitted

Participants must have met class membership requirements, completed registration and
paid all event fees before beginning official competition.

Eligible boats may enter by completing the online form and submitting it through the



event https://yachtscoring.com/emenu.cfm?elD=6151 or completing the attached form
and mailing it to the regatta office. The Organizing authority reserves the right to
cancel racing if the fleet is too small.

3.4 Each competitor under 18 years of age must submit a completed PARENT/GUARDIAN
