Rules

Theregatta will be governed by The 2009-2012 Racing Rules of Sailing and the prescriptions of the Yacht Racing
Association of Long Idand Sound (Y.R.A. of L.I.S), except asany of these are changed by the sailing instructions.

Eligibility and M anagement

Open to single-hull yachtswhose owner isa member of the Y.R.A. of L.1.S. or recognized yacht club or association
affiliated with the US Sailing Association. Therace will be managed by the Race Committee of the Port Washington Y acht
Club. Official announcements by the Race Committee on VHF channel 74 will super sede the sailing instructions. We will
be racing using both PHRF and |RC scoring systems in the discretion of the Race Committee. All boats must submit with
the application acurrent (2011) Y.R.A of L.1.S. PHRF certificate. Thefleet shall bedivided into classesaccordingto a
yacht’sPHRF or IRC rating at the discretion of the Race Committee. A special non-spinnaker classwill beincluded for
auxiliary boats. Designation as a non-spinnaker yacht must be made by the yacht owner or skipper by theregistration
deadline of October 5th, 2012 at 5p.m.

General Recallswill be signaled by the First Substitute and two sounds. The next signal will bethe
Warning signal for the Division recalled.




The Finish Finish line will be located in the area between Hewlett Point and Barker Point at M anhasset Bay.

TimeLimit To be scored asfinished, a yacht must finish within 5 hrs. of its division start time. No yacht will
be scored asfinished after 6:00 p.m.

Second place prizeswill be awarded for divisonswith five
starters. Third placewill be awarded for divisionswith six starters. Raceresultswill be announced following the race at
the P.W.Y.C. no earlier than 2 p.m. and ending at 7 p.m.

Prizeswill be awarded at a BBQ at the PWY C immediately following therace. Beer and soft drinkswill be
provided. A cash bar will be available for those who choose other beverages.

TheP.W.Y.C. Charity Cup will be awarded to the boat and crew that raise the highest dollar amount of donationsfor the
Charity selected.
