1 RULES AND ELIGIBILITY
1.1
The regatta will be governed by the rules as defined in The Racing Rules of Sailing.

If there is a conflict between languages the English text will take precedence.
1.3
This Regatta is open to lasers, laser radials, laser 4.7s, and laser type boats.
2
NOTICES TO COMPETITORS

Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board(s) located at the Launch on 13th Street, race Headquarters.     
3
CHANGES TO SAILING INSTRUCTIONS


Any change to the sailing instructions will be posted before 0900 on the day it will take effect, except that any change to the schedule of races will be posted by 1700 on the day before it will take effect.

SIGNALS MADE ASHORE

4.1
Signals made ashore will be displayed at the committee boat on the beach.    
4.2
When flag AP is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 120 minutes’ in the race signal AP.

5 Races per day

Two extra races per day may be sailed, provided that no class becomes more than Two races ahead of schedule.
5.3*
The scheduled time of the warning signal for the first race each day is 1030.     
5.4
To alert boats that a race or sequence of races will begin soon, the orange starting line flag will be displayed five minutes before a warning signal is made.
5.5
On the last day of the regatta no warning signal will be made after 1330.

CLASS FLAG

Class flag will be the Laser Class flag
7
RACING AREAS


The racing area will be on the Lake Superior side of Park Point at 13th street.

                   Alternative site will be on the bay side of Park Point at 13th street     
8
THE COURSES

8.1
The Courses shall be Windward Leeward courses, with a single leeward mark. The race committee may choose to use an offset mark at the windward rounding. 

8.2       All courses will be windward/leeward in configuration.  

· Course 2:  Start-1-Finish (Downwind)

· Course 3:  Start-1- Start - Finish (upwind)

· Course 4:  Start-1-Start-1-Finish (Downwind)

· Course 5:  Start-1-Start-1-Start-Finish (Upwind)

· Course 6:  Start-1-Start-1-Start-1-Finish (Downwind)

8.3
If an offset windward mark rounding is to be used, the race committee signal boat will display “offset” on the notice board no later than the warning signal.      
8.4
No later than the warning signal, the race committee signal boat will display the approximate compass bearing of the first leg.
9
MARKS

9.1*
Marks 1 and 2 will be tall orange cylinders.  1a; the offset (if used) will be a round yellow ball.
11
THE START

11.1
Races will be started by using rule 26.  The 2nd substitute flag will be flown when finishing to signify another race that day.  The 2nd substitute flag will be lowered with 1 sound 1 minute prior to the warning signal.
11.2*
The starting line will be between a staff displaying the orange flag on the committee boat and the tall orange mark.
13
THE FINISH
13.1*
The finishing line will be between staff displaying the Blue flag on the committee Boat and the tall orange marks.


13.2
If the race committee is absent when a boat finishes, she should report her finishing time, and her position in relation to nearby boats, to the race committee at the first reasonable opportunity.
14
TIME LIMITS AND TARGET TIMES
14.1
Boats failing to finish within 1 hour or 20 minutes after the first boat sails the course and finishes will be scored Did Not Finish without a hearing. This changes rules 35, A4 and A5.     
15
PROTESTS AND REQUESTS FOR REDRESS
15.1
Protest forms are available at the race office[, located at 13th st]. Protests and requests for redress or reopening shall be delivered there within the appropriate time limit.     
15.2
For each class, the protest time limit is 90 minutes after the last boat has finished the last race of the day or the race committee signals no more racing today, whichever is later.     
15.3
Notices will be posted no later than 30 minutes after the protest time limit to inform competitors of hearings in which they are parties or named as witnesses. Hearings will be held in the protest tent, located at 13th st, beginning at 1 hour after the protest time limit.     
15.4
Notices of protests by the race committee or protest committee will be posted to inform boats under rule 61.1(b).
15.5
A list of boats that, under instruction 14.3, have been penalized for breaking rule 42 will be posted.
15.6
Breaches of instructions 11.3, 18, 21, 23, 24, 25, 26 and 27 will not be grounds for a protest by a boat. This changes rule 60.1(a). Penalties for these breaches may be less than disqualification if the protest committee so decides.
15.7
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for reopening a hearing shall be delivered
 (b)
no later than 30 minutes after the requesting party was informed of the decision on that day.     

This changes rule 66.
15.8
On the last scheduled day of racing a request for redress based on a protest committee decision shall be delivered no later than 30 minutes after the decision was posted. This changes rule 62.2.
15.9
Decisions of the protest committee will be final as provided in rule 70.5.    
16
SCORING
16.1
The scoring system is as follows: This event will be scored using the Low Point System.    
16.2*
1 race is required to be completed to constitute a regatta.    

16.3
(a)
     When fewer than 6 races have been completed, a boat’s series 
            score will be the total of her race scores.     
(b)
When from 7 to 9 races have been completed, a boat’s series score will be the total of her race scores excluding her worst score.
17
SAFETY REGULATIONS.     
17.2
A boat that retires from a race shall notify the race committee as soon as possible.

REPLACEMENT OF CREW OR EQUIPMENT
19
EQUIPMENT AND MEASUREMENT CHECKS

A boat or equipment may be inspected at any time for compliance with the class rules and sailing instructions. On the water, a boat can be instructed by a race committee equipment inspector or measurer to proceed immediately to a designated area for inspection.

OFFICIAL BOATS

Official boats will be marked as follows: Large outboard, loud horn and lots of flags.     
21
TRASH DISPOSAL


Trash may be placed aboard support or official boats.

PRIZES


Prizes will be given as follows: Top 3 Places overall, Top Junior, Top Female, Top Master, Top DSSA Member (and if 4 or more in a fleet – Top Radial and Top 4.7).
