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J/70 Class Second Addendum to the Notice of Race – May 19, 2014
A.  J/70 Class Optional Rules in Effect for this Event (references are to the J/70 Class Rules
I.1   SPARE GENNAKER
One spare class gennaker (that meets the requirements of C.10, G.2, and G.5) may be presented for measurement and registration for an event, and carried aboard, but shall not be used during an event except when the primary gennaker has been lost or damaged to the point where it cannot be effectively repaired while afloat.

I.3  INDIVIDUAL SUPPORT BOATS

Individual support or coach boats shall not have contact of any nature, including:

(i) communication by radio, telephone, internet, vocal signal, visual signalling of any kind (i.e. tactical placement, use of flags and/or different colors of clothing or 

(ii) the transfer of crew, equipment or supplies, with a registered racing boat from the time the boat leaves its dock or mooring each day until the boat has finished racing for the day.

Notwithstanding the foregoing, (i) late arriving crew, food and drink may be transferred to a racing boat prior to the first race of the day, and (ii) crew may be transferred in the event of a unforeseen personal emergency.  
Additionally, due to space constraints, launching individual support or coach boats at the Club, or storing them ashore or afloat at the Club, during this event is prohibited.

Infringements of this rule will result in a penalty to the boat associated with the support boat.  Such penalty may be either penalties or disqualification at the discretion of the jury.

B. Waiting List 
Entries and waiting list:  This regatta is limited to 40 J/70’s, and more than 40 have already signed up.  Six are on the waiting list.  Boats that have completed the entry process but now find themselves unable to compete should in fairness withdraw sooner rather than later so that a boat on the waiting list can compete instead.
C. Arrival at CPYC

To supplement the instructions in part E of the first Addendum, any J/70’s arriving at the Club prior to Thursday May 29 should be parked in the designated row at the South end of the South parking lot, the row nearest to the entry road and furthest from the clubhouse.  Before Thursday, their masts may be stepped and other rigging carried out, but boats are not to be launched until Thursday.  Those early-arriving boats will be charged $20/day for storage (or $100/week), payable no later than at registration.
D. Drysailing and wetsailing – procedures necessitated by limited space and resources
1. Corinthian entrants (see section B of the first Addendum) will be drysailed during the event.  They may be launched and taken out on Thursday or Friday for practice sailing, and shall be launched and taken out daily for Saturday and Sunday racing.  Those boats will be stored overnight on their trailers in their designated spaces in the drystall.  Launching for those boats and for Viper 640’s will commence at 0730 on Saturday and Sunday.  Boats should be presented to the hoist platform ready in all respects for launching and for prompt departure from the rigging dock once launched, to make room for the next boats in line.  Launching will proceed more smoothly if boats have slings suitable for use with the Club’s two one-ton lifts, rather than the slower five-ton lift. 

2. All other J/70 entrants will be wetsailed during the event.  Those boats will be launched only ONCE during the event, either on Thursday or Friday, and hauled out only ONCE, either Sunday after racing or Monday morning, except, with the approval of the PRO or the jury, to inspect and repair reasonably suspected damage not repairable afloat.

3. Certain wetsailed J/70’s may be assigned individual berths in the basin.  The others will raft themselves, up to four boats deep, on the western (outer) side of the rigging dock adjoining the hoist platform.

4. The trailers of wetsailed J/70’s will be stored, weather permitting, on the grassy areas adjoining the dinghy park or east of the clubhouse.  If weather conditions preclude that, the trailers will be parked at a prearranged remote parking area; information about that area will be provided if it is to be utilized.

E. Pre-regatta clinic

North U Regatta Services will be hosting a pre-regatta clinic for J/70’s at CPYC on Friday, May 30.  The clinic is scheduled to begin in the drystall at 1100, include an on-the-water segment, and conclude with a debriefing in the drystall 1600-1700.
